Annotating Text
There are all kinds of devices for annotating or marking a book intelligently. Here are some suggestions:

· Underlining: of major points, motifs, or important or forceful statements. (Devise a system. Use more lines for more important points and fewer lines for ones of lesser importance.) Color code—use colored post-its or tags.
· Vertical lines at the margin: to emphasize a statement already underlined. 

· Star, asterisk, or other marking at the margin: You might also mark these pages with post-its so that they can be easily located. 

· Numbers in the margins: to indicate the sequence of points or a sequence of plot or character development.
· Question marks: to indicate that a particular passage raises questions in your mind. Place these right after the passage or word that is puzzling to you. Keep a dictionary handy and write definitions in the margins.
· Circling of words or key phrases. 
· Writing in the margin, or at the top or bottom of the page, for the sake of: recording questions or answers which a passage raised in your mind; recording the sequence of major points right through the book. Using the end papers at the front and back of the book is a good place to put additional notes. 

· Highlighting: of important quotes. Use a different color for different characters. Then use the margins to add your explication of the quotes.
