Runes (grammar and language usage)

1. Using examples from LOTR, devise a word game such as 20 questions.

2. Create and discuss a list of images from LOTR that appeal to the five senses.

3. Create and discuss a list of images form LOTR that deal with color.

4. Find examples of the different types of sentence structures and patterns.

5. List and discuss the different types of verbs used in LOTR.

6. Riddle competition:  Discuss the components of riddles and their purposes.  Ask students to compose their own riddles.  Form two teams, and in the format of the old spell downs, have a riddle competition.

7. Handout riddles from the Lewis Carroll riddle/puzzle books and allow students to work in pairs to solve the riddles.

8. Using the Council of Elrond section, analyze the diction, sentence structure and purpose of each of the different speeches.

9. Keep a vocabulary list of unfamiliar topographical terms used in the novel.  Discuss how these terms add or detract from the novel. 

10. This idea is from The Sentence Combining book (listed in There and Back Again) and Jennifer Culver.  Preposition Poem..  After going through the section in Sentence Combining or other work that focuses on prepositional phrases and their functions…

Directions:  1.  Examine the character’s journey/quest from his perspective.  2.  Write a poem of his journey.  There is a 20 line minimum and 15 lines must begin with a prepositional phrase.  Include a picture or graphic that fits with the theme of the poem.  3.  Higher points will be given to those who show the internal/external journey.
