A Day of Celebration –A Birthday Party in honor of Bilbo and Frodo’s birthdays on September 22.

     This could be a fun day of review and/or discussion of LOTR and/or The Hobbit.

     Possible Items and Activities to include on this day of celebration:

     Give students their hobbit names.

     Have students read the poems they have written.

      Discuss the theme of giving and sacrifice in the novels.

     Give each student a British “cracker.”  These are very easy to make.  You will need an empty toilet paper roll for each student as well as tissue paper (for wrapping the cracker) and ribbon to tie off the ends of the cracker.  Listed below are suggested items to place in the crackers.  You can make all of the crackers the same, or vary them.  I’m thinking about using only one Arkenstone and then giving a special prize to the person who receives the stone.  After placing the items in the toilet paper roll, wrap it with colorful tissue paper, and tie the ends with ribbon.  These crackers can also be used as discussion starters.

Gold rings (get these in the wedding supply area at almost any craft store or Walmart)

Miniature staff

Leaf

Crown

Items that would represent the gifts of Galadriel

Star

Small oyster crackers (represent Lembas)

Marble (represent palantiri)

Plastic spider

Quote from novel

Bible verse

Seeds of some sort

Rock 

Rolled up piece of material to look like a bed roll – or could use a tootise roll (kids love candy!)

The list is endless, try coming up with some of your own
