Making the Transfer
If you are transferring within the academic year and have applied for financial aid, please note:  financial aid awards do not transfer.  You must apply with the A&M-Commerce Office of Financial Aid.   The following checklist is offered to assist you with your transition. 

Add the A&M-Commerce school code (003565) to your FAFSA by calling
1-800-433-3243 or by making a correction to your FAFSA at http://www.fafsa.ed.gov/. 


Priority deadline dates: Spring 2008 complete by November 1, 2007.   Fall 2008 complete by April 1, 2008.  Spring 2009 complete by November 1, 2008.       

Obtain and file any other required financial aid form(s) requested by the A&M-Commerce Office of Financial Aid.  Respond to all requests for information quickly and completely. Forms can be downloaded from the following website:            http://www.tamu-commerce.edu/home/finaid/25.htm.                     

Apply for admission at A&M-Commerce.  Admission applications deadlines and financial aid application deadlines are different.  You must be fully admitted to a degree or certificate program before an award will be offered.


Determine the costs of attending A&M-Commerce: tuition and fees, room and board, books and supplies, transportation, personal and miscellaneous expenses.  For additional information go to http://www.tamu-commerce.edu/home/finaid/3.htm.    

Explore all possible sources of aid such as federal, state, college, local civic organizations, and place of employment.  The Office of Financial Aid, the Scholarship Office, and your recruiter are excellent sources of information.

When you receive your financial aid offer (award letter) via your campus e-mail read it, understand what you are being offered and respond by the deadline.
