The International Student Services Office (ISSO) will provide a shuttle from the
Dallas/Fort Worth International Airport to Commerce for new international students from
Monday, August 22 through Wednesday, August 24.

Reqistration:
Students will be required to register for the shuttle and submit the form via email to

John_Jones@tamu-commerce.edu by August 16 at 5pm to ensure a seat on the shuttle.
DO NOT SUBMIT THE REGISTRATION FORM TO ANY ALTERNATE
EMAIL. The form must be RECEIVED by 5pm on August 16.

Shuttle Fee:
The shuttle cost is $50 nonrefundable once you submit the registration form and will
be charged to your student account.

Pickup times:
We will schedule two pickups each day at 1pm and 8pm, Monday and Tuesday, and 1pm

and 6pm Wednesday. Students will be required to be at the specified pickup points
by the scheduled times. Students arriving later than the last scheduled pickup may stay
in Dallas overnight at a local hotel at their expense and we will pick you up the following
day (Monday and Tuesday only). The ISSO will be unable to provide a shuttle for
students arriving after 6pm on Wednesday, August 24 due to international student
orientation on Thursday, August 25.

Drop-off and Housing arrangements in Commerce:

It is the responsibility of the student to make arrangements ahead of time for temporary
housing if arriving before on-campus housing opens, to make payment arrangements for
temporary housing, and/or to make arrangements for off-campus housing if the student
does not plan to live on-campus. The ISSO does not provide housing or make housing
arrangements for students. For students living on-campus, the residence halls will
open on Wednesday, August 24 for students to move-in. Students who plan to live on-
campus are required to contact Judy Edelhauser@tamu-commerce.edu prior to arrival in
Commerce to make arrangements to move in before Wednesday, August 24.
